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Database management has evolved from a specialized computer application to a central component of a
modern computing environment, and, as a result, knowledge about database systems has become an
essential part of an education in software engineering.

The course presents the fundamental concepts of database management. These concepts include aspects
of database design, database languages, and database-system implementation. The course introduces the
MySQL DBMS software. A very popular open-source DBMS.
